Bless The LORD, O My Soul

20 Bless the Lord, O you his angels, you mighty ones who do his word, obeying the voice of his word! 
21 Bless the Lord, all his hosts, his ministers, who do his will! 
22 Bless the Lord, all his works, in all places of his dominion. Bless the Lord, O my soul! 
(Psalm 103:20-22, ESV)

Introduction
Have you ever considered what the Scriptures say about how the LORD sings over His people (Zephaniah 3:17)?  Have you ever considered that your worship and obedience might be a source of encouragement and blessing to the rest of God’s creation, including the angels?  Those are some of the reasons why David tells himself to worship the LORD, not just because of God’s steadfast love and faithfulness to him and his house, but for the expression of God’s power, love and faithfulness to all of His creation!

1. Developing a posture of worship.  (Psalm 103:1-5)

	a) “Our Father, hallowed be Your name!”

b) Developing a posture of worship and reverence towards God.

2. Worshiping our Creator, Savior and Helper.  (Psalm 103:6-16)

	a) Reminding one another of God’s past glory and goodness is a helpful way to begin rejoicing.

	b) How should we steward our intellect, emotion and will to worship God?

3. What’s your response to this steadfast love of the LORD? (Psalm 103:17-22)

	a) What vv. 17-19 really mean and why David reminds himself of God’s glory as he worships.

	b) Seeing yourself as a member of “a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people 
	    for God’s possession and praise” (1Peter 2:1-10).

Conclusion
[bookmark: _GoBack]The notion of having to remind, perhaps even reprimand one’s own soul for not worshiping God, is an interesting thought to me.  Just as interesting as Pete Greig’s thoughts about how God might actually be even more pleased when we begin to praise Him when we do not feel like it, and how such a posture of leaning towards awe, reverence and the worship of God allows us to join the chorus of creation in giving praise and thanks to the God of heaven and earth!

For our prayerful study, discussion and application:
1) What does it really mean that the Name of Our Father is hallowed?
2) Read Psalm 103 again and remind yourself of God’s power, love and faithfulness to your own soul.
3) What are the Word and Spirit of God saying to you about your worship of the LORD?
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
