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Luke 6:1-49

46 “Why do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,’ and not do what I tell you? 47 Everyone who comes to me and hears my words and does them, I will show you what he is like: 48 he is like a man building a house, who dug deep and laid the foundation on the rock. And when a flood arose, the stream broke against that house and could not shake it, because it had been well built. 49 But the one who hears and does not do them is like a man who built a house on the ground without a foundation. When the stream broke against it, immediately it fell, and the ruin of that house was great.” 
(Luke 6:46-49, ESV)
Introduction
I mentioned while teaching through Luke 4 that Christ’s modus operandi for discipleship appears very different from many of our contemporary practices.  Whereas the gospel accounts reveal that Christ went, we wait; He healed, we hope; we stay in place and try to gather a crowd, Christ kept going and making disciples. However, Christ’s teaching and practices are not only different from ours today, but they were also very different, even radical, when compared to the religious teachings and practices of First Century Israel.

1. Jesus is Lord of the Sabbath. (Luke 6:1-11)

	a) The history and influence of the Sabbath on the identity and culture of the Hebrew-speaking Jew.

	b) The significance of Christ’s claim to be “Lord of the Sabbath.”

2. Discipleship, renewal and the education of the apostles.  (Luke 6:12-42)

	a) Christ’s choice of the apostles including Judas Iscariot.

	b) Christ’s model of discipleship and the ministry of the Church today.

3. Warnings about a faith without fruit or foundation. (Luke 6:43-49)

	a) The significance and meaning of “out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks” (v.45).

	b) Faith comes from hearing and obeying the Word of God (Romans 10:17; James 2:14-26).

Conclusion
Authentic discipleship requires right knowledge, right practice and right relationship. We cannot have just one or even two of these without the other, for each of these three—right knowledge, practice and relationship—are interdependent with the other elements of discipleship. Just as we cannot really know without practice and relationship, so, too, the practice of our faith and our relationships in Christ require the unique contributions of the other elements. And without faith, hope and love as our motivation, right knowledge, practice and relationship are unattainable.
