​Show And Tell
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Luke 8:1-56

16 “No one after lighting a lamp covers it with a jar or puts it under a bed, but puts it on a stand, so that those who enter may see the light. 17 For nothing is hidden that will not be made manifest, nor is anything secret that will not be known and come to light. 18 Take care then how you hear, for to the one who has, more will be given, and from the one who has not, even what he thinks that he has will be taken away.”
(Luke 8:16-18, ESV)

Introduction
On top of what I experienced in my formal years of schooling, I have read that there are at least seven different learning styles. However, my personal favorite is “show and tell.” There’s something appealing
about being able to learn with more of my senses, as opposed to just words off of a page through my eyes and intellect to assemble the ideas while waiting for my emotions to indicate my level of interest or
concern. Show and tell lessons have always been the most memorable for me. Maybe that’s why Jesus invited His disciples to join Him for a boat ride across the lake that day?

1. Do you have ears that hear?  (Luke 8:1-8)

	a) The women who were accompanying Jesus and the Twelve.

	b) The parable of the sower, seed, soil and you.

2. What kind of soil best represents your heart condition?  (Luke 8:9-21)

	a) The purpose of Christ’s use of parables.

	b) The connection between your faith, obedience, knowledge, relationship and your witness.

3. Who is this whom even the wind and waves obey?  (Luke 8:22-56)

	a) The significance of Christ’s display of supernatural power.

	b) More examples of Christ’s power over sin, sickness, demons and death.

Conclusion
Just as worship is more than singing along with music and words, discipleship takes more than information.  Since discipleship, as with worship and witness, is about transformation, just having the right information alone is not enough.  Professor Tim Mackie of the Bible Project, with a Ph.D. in Semitic Languages and Biblical Studies, wrote “…in Hebrew, ‘hearing’ and ‘doing’ are basically the same thing, but how should Israel respond to hearing that the Lord alone is their God? For Israel, to love meant faithful obedience to the terms of their covenant relationship. Obedience in the Old Testament is about love and listening.”
