Luke 22:1-71

39 And he came out and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives, and the disciples followed him. 40 And when he came to the place, he said to them, “Pray that you may not enter into temptation.” 41 And he withdrew from them about a stone's throw, and knelt down and prayed, 42 saying, “Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me. Nevertheless, not my will, but yours, be done.” 43 And there appeared to him an angel from heaven, strengthening him. 44 And being in agony he prayed more earnestly; and his sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground. (Luke 22:39-44, ESV)

Introduction
Covering seventy-one verses will require much effort to maintain focus but I believe it’s important to do so.  It’s important for us to recognize that while it may take perhaps 30 minutes to read Luke 22, it was a much longer day for Christ and the disciples, probably lasting nearly 24 hours without any time or opportunity to rest.  As we begin to consider Christ as the Passover Lamb, however, we will benefit from paying at least as much attention to Christ’s character through His betrayal, arrest, trial, beating and eventual crucifixion as to the events themselves.  In the Passover Lamb of God we will see God’s mercy, love and faithfulness revealed.

1. The plot, a possession and the Passover meal renewed. (Luke 22:1-30)

	a) A plot and a demonic possession before the Passover.

	b) The significance of the Lord’s Supper, its loyalties, allegiances and future implications.

2. Even when we are faithless, Christ remains faithful. (Luke 22:31-46; 2 Timothy 2:11-13)

	a) Peter, too, had been targeted by Satan.

	b) “Rise and pray that you may not enter into temptation” (Luke 22:46).

3. The betrayal, denial and mistreatment of Jesus Christ. (Luke 22:47-71)

	a) The betrayal, denial and mistreatment of Jesus.

	b) Jesus Christ, the Son of God and the Son of Man.

Conclusion
[bookmark: _GoBack]John quotes John the Baptist having twice called Christ the Lamb of God (John 1:29-36) and later refers to Him as the Lamb of God eight times in Revelation (5:6, 7:17, 15:3, 19:6, 19:9, 21:23, 22:1 and 22:3). Ever since Adam and Eve ate from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil and God provided them with animal skins to cover their nakedness, at key times and places such as with Abraham and Isaac on Mount Moriah (Genesis 22:8) and the first Passover (Exodus 12:1-51), God foretold the coming of the Lamb. While these connections may raise more questions than we have answers for, God made these connections apparent for good reason.

For our prayerful study, discussion and application:
1) Compare Exodus 12:21-27 with Luke 22:14-23. What does Passover reveal about the Lord’s Supper?
2) Read Luke 22:31-46.  What does this passage teach us about personal prayer and intercession?
3) What are the Word and Spirit of God showing and telling you about the Son of God and Son of Man?
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
