Introduction
Perhaps the biggest gap between biblical and secular worldviews today is in what has become gender politics. While we may think of ourselves as modern, progressive, and perhaps even superior to the people who lived 2000 years ago, we must be careful of confusing the apparent failure of the Church with the character and capacity of God. Just as the diversity of creation is an expression of the unity in diversity of God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, so God has always had a higher view of creation than we have of ourselves.

2. Paul’s instruction to Timothy about women, wives, and witness. (1 Timothy 2:11-12)

3. Faith, love, holiness, and self-control. (1 Timothy 2:13-15)

	a) The Bible presents the creation and fall of man as space-time historical realities.

	b) The priorities of faith, love, holiness, and self-control then and now.

Conclusion
Romans 16:1-16 reveals that there were at least eleven women acknowledged by Paul as serving the LORD in some form of leadership, with perhaps the best-known to us being Prisca or Priscilla whom some bible historians believe to have been the scribe or even the writer of The Letter to the Hebrews. Because this same Paul wrote the Letter to the Church at Rome, we should take a step back to gain a better perspective on what he wrote to Timothy. Let’s be careful of conscious and unconscious bias as we try to show and tell the grace and truth of God with our words, works, and relationships.
