Jesus and the Woman of Samaria
John 4:16-26

23 But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”
(John 4:23-24, ESV)

Introduction
Jesus reveals a new wineskin and a new paradigm on the “Temple” and worship that is not based upon a religious center or holy place but instead, Jesus is the new Temple (John 2:12-22, “Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise it up…he was speaking about the temple of His body”) and God’s people born of the Holy Spirit will become His Temple. (1 Corinthians 3:16-17, “Do you not know that you are God’s temple and God’s Spirit dwells in you?...for God’s temple is holy and you are that temple”).


1. The Temple paradigm changed from a physical center of worship, prayer, and answers from God. 


2. The Temple’s “Holy of Holies” paradigm changed: God’s presence is for all people, everywhere. 


3. The worship of God is no longer about a holy place where holy people do holy things.


Our Response
We are the Temple of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 6:19-20) and we are mobile, generational, multilingual, gifted and empowered. We are equipped to proclaim and “bring close” the Kingdom of God into all the spheres of life- home, work and our places of rest and recreation. The results of a “mobile Temple” and the presence of the King and the Kingdom of God are overcoming sickness and bringing healing, overcoming death and bringing resurrection, overcoming demonic oppression and bringing deliverance and overcoming rebellion and bringing conversion.

Towards loving and learning community:
1) Practice CAKE and share stories about escaping Enemy Mode this week.
2) Read John 4:16-26 and share one thing the Word and Spirit of God say to you.
3) Share communion and pray for one another before our time together is over.
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
